
Tue, April 6          Shreveport, LA 
With much excitement we board our motorcoach, 
getting acquainted with fellow travelers as we begin 
our tour to Georgia with other attractions en route. 
After stopping for lunch in the Metroplex of Fort 
Worth and Dallas we continue across East Texas and 
into the Pelican State of Louisiana. 
 

Wed, April 7            Meridian, MS 
Continuing eastward we cross into Mississippi at 
Vicksburg and tour Linden Plantation Gardens, an 
1820’s plantation, founded by the Vick family and 
passed down through 4 generations to present  
owners.  It consists of 8-acres of formal and informal 
gardens, including a large native garden nestled 
amidst century old cedars.  The home contains  
original antiques and documents reflect life during 
the occupation by Union soldiers.   
 

Thu, April 8                 Atlanta, GA 
Shortly after leaving Meridian we enter Alabama 
whose nickname is “Heart of Dixie”.  Our route will 
take us thru Tuscaloosa and Birmingham as we  
continue to Atlanta, our home for 2 nights.  
  
Fri, April 9                             Atlanta, GA 
A great day is in store as we tour Atlanta with a local 
guide aboard our coach.  We take a stirring journey 
through time in Atlanta's Cyclorama.   Sit at the  
center of a sweeping panorama of the Battle of  
Atlanta, fought on July 22, 1864, during the  
American Civil War.  Visit World of Coke and  
sample over 60 products from around the world.  Get 
a “behind-the-scenes look at CNN Studios to learn 

what it takes to deliver the news to over 2 billion 
people worldwide.  At the Jimmy Carter  
Presidential Library exhibits detail his presidential 
years of 1976-1981. 
 

Sat, April 10        Savannah, GA 
Today we route through Macon as we move across 
Georgia to arrive mid-afternoon in Savannah,  
established in 1733 and the first colonial and state 
capital of Georgia.  Board the Savannah River Boat 
and relive a bygone era on board as we hear our 
captain’s intriguing tales and historic facts.  
 

Sun, April 11                    Savannah, GA 
A highlight of today will be our city tour of  
Savannah with its rich cultural history and elegant 
architecture.  Savannah boasts one of the nation’s 
largest urban National Historic Districts in the 
country.  A real “Old South” experience comes to 
life on the cobblestone paved streets beneath the 
moss-draped oaks.  Lunch is included at Paula 
Deen’s, The Lady and Sons Restaurant, before a 
tour of the Owens Thomas House with furnishings 
reflecting American and British taste from 1750 to 
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Georgia’s Southern Charms

Mon, April 12              Columbus, GA 
Departing Savannah we make our way inland as we 
travel westward across “the Peach State”.  Georgia, 
one of the original Thirteen Colonies that revolted 
against British rule in the American Revolution, was 
the last of the Thirteen Colonies to be established, in 
1733.  We continue today to Columbus, our home for 
2 nights and located at the western edge of the state. 
 

Tue, April 13                         Columbus, GA 
Today we learn more about Columbus, the 3rd largest 
city in the state.  The newly opened National Infantry 
Museum is located just outside Fort Benning and tells 
the heroic story of everyday Infantrymen through an 
enviable collection of more than 30,000 artifacts.  
Galleries trace Infantry history from before the  
Revolutionary War to action today in Iraq and  
Afghanistan.   Our visit to nearby Plains will allow us 
to visit the Jimmy Carter National Historic Site to  
include his boyhood farm, Plains High School and 
Plains Train Depot which served as his Presidential 
Campaign Headquarters. 
 

Wed, April 14         Montgomery, AL 
Enjoy your visit to FDR’s Little White House, in 
Warm Springs.  Completed in 1932, the memorial 
shrine was the site of his death on April 12, 1945.  
Next will be our visit to nearby Callaway Gardens 
which also includes the Cecil B Day Butterfly Center, 
a glass-enclosed free-flight butterfly conservatory.  
 
Thu, April 15            Shreveport, LA 
After continuing westward across Alabama, our lunch 
stop will be in Jackson, the capital of Mississippi.  
Continuing to the west, we will cross the Mississippi 
River at Vicksburg into Louisiana.   
 

Fri, April 16                    Home 
This morning as we board the motorcoach, we realize 
our Georgia tour is coming to a close but we will long 
remember the memories shared by all and the new 
friendships we have made.   Lunch will be in the Fort 
Worth area before we return home.
